Death Sentence for Pastor 
 
Pastor Youcef Nadarkhani (born in 1977) was sentenced 
to death in Iran. The sentence when pronounced on Sep-
tember 22, 2010 was hanging. The reason given was that 
he had become a Christian. Conversion to a non-Islamic 
religion is a capital crime in Iran for a man with Islamic 
background. For this reason Pastor Nadarkhani is in 
danger of his life. 
 
We the undersigned support legal equality for all men 
irrespective of their race, religion and gender.  
We explicitly refer to the Universal Declaration of Human 
Rights of the UNO against which the sentence consti-
tutes a flagrant violation. No person can ever be perse-
cuted for his religious conviction nor be robbed of his life 
because of it.
